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SOBHD rules govern the competition. Dancers will compete in their own age groups only. Proof of age must be shown if requested
SOBHD Card must be shown. If not shown, $5 fee is charged & prizes withheld until card is shown.

Entry Fee: Entry fee for all dances is either $6 (subsidized) or $12. Saskatchewan dancers must show a local association card to be eligible for
the subsidized fee. Out of province dancers are automatically eligible for the subsidized fee with a local association card.

Awards: Dancers must remain in full costume, including dance shoes, for presentation of awards.

»  To a minimum of half the number of dancers dancing, to a maximum of six placings. No trophy will be presented for Primary.

»  The SOBHD scoring system will be used for aggregate awards: 88, 56, 38, 25, 16, 10. No aggregate awards will be presented for Primary.
>  Premier 16 & Over prizes: 1st-$25, 2nd-$20, 3rd-$15, 4th-$10, 5th-$10, 6th-$10. These dancers may purchase medals for $3/medal.

Performance Pas de Basques is for performance only. It is open to dancers under 7 years of age, who have not competed previously and are
not competing in any of events 1 through 4. There is no charge for this event and no awards will be given

The Organizing Committee reserves the right to combine, split or delete/cancel classes according to the entries received.
The Competition Chair reserves the right to cancel the competition if there are less than 60 entries.

The decision of the judge is final. Protests must be in writing and handed to the Competition Chairperson on the day of the competition,
accompanied by a $15 fee which will be refunded if sustained.
