2.      Competitors are governed by the rules and regulations of S.O.B.H.D. 
3.      Entries will be divided into categories after the closing date.  The  
         Competition Committee reserves the right to combine, split, or delete/

cancel classes or events at their discretion. 
4.      The competitors age will be taken as of the competition date. 
5.      All competitors must present their current 2020 SOBHD registration 
         Cards to receive awards and must remain in costume for all award  
         presentations. 
6. Competitors dance in inverse order of entry.  Any competitor not on hand 

when his/her  event is called will forfeit his/her entry in that event. 
7. In the event that a class combines dancers under 16 yrs of age with danc-

ers 16 yrs & over; prize money for the class will be set as for 16 yrs & over 
Prize Money  will be awarded to Premier dancers as follows:  

 15 yrs & under: 1st - $45,  2nd - $40, 3rd - $35, 4th, 5th & 6th - $30 
 16 yrs & over:   1st - $60,  2nd - $55, 3rd - $50, 4th, 5th & 6th - $45 
 Medal Structure for all classes is 1/2 the number of dancers to a 
 maximum of 6 medals for each dance; for an odd number of dancers 
 in a class, the number of medals is rounded up to the next whole 
 number.   If there is only one dancer, the medal is presented at the 
 discretion of the judge.   
8.      No one other than the Competition Committee shall communicate  
 with the judges. 
9. Dancers must fill-in for Reels as required. 
10. Solo age and Duet average age will determine age group.  Total time not to 

exceed 3 minutes for either Solo and Duet. Choreography music must be 
emailed to munawych@telus.net  by Sunday, January 19, 2020 

11.    Pre-Premier status changes must be reported to the Competition  
 Secretary at cmunawych@gmial.com on or  before  
 January 19, 2020. 
12. Perpetual trophies are the property of E.H.D.A. and must be returned 

eleven months after the competition.  Winners are responsible for name 
engraving and care of the trophy.  Repairs, other than normal  use, will be 
your responsibility.   Any damage should be reported to the  

 competition committee. 
13.    Protests must be in writing, signed and handed to the Competition  
 Committee before the end of the competition with a $25.00 fee. This fee is 
 refundable if the protest is sustained. 
14. BURSARIES, maximum 4 per class, will be awarded to Intermediate and 

Premier Dancers based on overall points from the four Highland dances 
only.  Bursaries, maximum of 3 per class, will be awarded to Beginner and 
Novice Dancers based on overall points from the three Highland dances 
only.
